COMMUNITY LANDS COMMITTEE POLICY ON USE OF THE BEACHCOMBER BY LANDSCAPING STAFF

1. The Community Lands Committee (CLC), on behalf of the owners at Craig Bay and at the request of the landscaping contractor holding the contract to landscape Seaside Village, Arbutus Grove, and Meadow Beach, have authorized the landscape contractor’s staff to use the Beachcomber room and the Beachcomber washroom in the Craig Bay Beach Club during normal working hours.

2. Authority to use the Beachcomber room includes the use of the microwave, dishwasher, coffee makers, and any cutlery, crockery, and cleaning consumables normally provided for use by residents. 

3. This authority is granted on condition that:

a. use of the Beachcomber room and the Beachcomber washroom is entirely at the users’ risk;

b. a lockup will be provided for use by the landscaping staff, the key to which will be entrusted to the staff supervisor.  Use of the lockup will be at the users’ own risk and under no condition will the CLC or the owners of Craig Bay assume liability for loss or theft of items from the lockup or any other part of the Beachcomber room or the Craig Bay Beach Club; 

c. the key for access to the Beachcomber room will be entrusted to the landscape supervisor who will be responsible for its safekeeping at all times;

d. the Beachcomber room will be opened at 0745 hours and closed at 1630 hours by the landscapers;

e. from time to time it may be necessary for landscapers to share the Beachcomber room with regular club events (e.g. Wednesday Morning Project Group; Monthly Friday bottle drive);

f. resident private rentals will take priority over landscaper use but will, where possible, accommodate landscaper breaks (0730-0800 and 1200-1300 hours); 

g. foodstuffs owned by the landscapers will be stored in the landscaper’s fridge;

After each use:

h. counter tops, table tops, and appliances, including the inside of the microwave, will be wiped clean;

i. dirty dishes will either be hand washed and returned to their proper storage place or be placed in the dishwasher and washed when an economical washing load has been achieved;

j. when the dishwasher wash cycle is complete, the dishwasher will be emptied of all clean dishes and such dishes will be stowed away in their proper place;

k. lights will be extinguished when the room is not in use;

End of day:

l. coffee makers will be emptied;

m. electrical appliances and heating devices will be turned off and unplugged;

n. floors will be swept, garbage emptied, and tables and chairs arranged neatly when the last of the staff departs for the day;

o. wet clothing will be hung on the clothing racks provided beside the new washroom and all staff clothing and possessions will either be removed from the premises or left hanging on these clothing racks;

p. the Beachcomber room will be secured by the landscaper at the end of each work day.

4. Use of the Beachcomber room and the designated Beach Club washroom is a privilege.  Abuse of the facilities or failure to comply with the conditions noted above will result in withdrawal of that privilege.
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
