Establish an Emergency Meeting Place 

If a disaster occurs during the day or on a weekend, it’s unlikely all family members will be at home. Involve everyone in selecting a family emergency meeting place and a way of contacting each other. Make sure the emergency meeting location is central to the places individual family members visit most frequently. 

You should also decide on a system of communication in case all family members can’t get to the meeting place. Designate an out-of-province contact your family members can check in with if regular communication and transportation systems are disrupted. Participate in regular family drills and make sure every family member is part of the planning process. Update your plans regularly as circumstances changes. Always consider those with disabilities or special needs.
